[bookmark: _GoBack]PEPH Annual Meeting 2014: Environmental Health Literacy
Call for Training Workshop Proposals

The PEPH Annual Meeting on Environmental Health Literacy will have hands-on training workshops on Wednesday, September 24th. The 90-minute training workshops provide an occasion for participants to showcase activities that they use as part of their projects to address environmental health literacy and environmental health science communication. In addition, the workshops will offer attendees the opportunity to gain information and skills to bolster their work.
The planning committee is soliciting abstracts from meeting participants who wish to present training workshop that fit within one or more of the following areas:
1. Culturally-specific Communication
Workshop activities could focus on activities and approaches such as adaptation and translation of existing materials; the use of ethnic specific media formats; or strategies for the co-development of new materials for specific audiences. 
2. EHL for Healthcare Professionals
Workshops could showcase strategies and materials such as curricula, tool kits, and handheld apps developed to address identified gaps for healthcare professionals or that provide continuing educational modules in communication and translational skills related to environmental health. 
3. EHL in the classroom
Workshop activities could highlight approaches and materials that engage students and educators to build environmental health literacy in physical and virtual classroom settings. 

4. Tools and technology
Workshop activities could focus on best practices of communication strategies, approaches, and implementation of new social media tools and other innovative technologies to reach a diversity of audiences. 

5. Capacity Building Strategies
Workshop activities could address methods to improve general scientific literacy and numeracy, as well as understanding of the scientific method.; and strategies to prepare “Citizen Scientists” by providing them with skills to analyze data as well as collect it in a standardized method. 

6. Evaluation
Evaluation of existing health messaging is a critical component of communications research. Workshop activities are encouraged to highlight approaches and methods to evaluate strategies, materials, tools and technologies designed to build environmental health literacy. This includes work focusing on evaluating effectiveness.

7. Other 
Workshop ideas that integrate two or more of the above topics, or address a topic that has not been identified but that is relevant to communications research in the environmental health sciences.
